Dear Commander Gausselin,

it make you aware of a situation that occurred Friday, July 25, 2014 outside my home,
M A large group of young adults had gathered on Drury Lane and Canterbury. These
people were in the street, on the sidewalks, and on our property. I initially stood out on my driveway watching
them, hoping this would cause the group to disperse. However, they were not intimidated in the least. Finally,
my wife and I called 911 around 10:30 pm for assistance.

We were initially very disappointed. Shortly after we called 911, we received a call back and were advised
that unless there was a real emergency (i.c. stabbing or murder) there would be an extended delay because of a
change in shift. My wife and T were amazed by what we were being told, and she passed the phone to me. 1
asked how long this delay could be, assuming there were no other “real emergencies,” and I was told 11:05
pm. I was unsatisfied with this answer, so the 911 operator forwarded me to the Sergeant that made this
decision. We believe that the 911 operator minimized this situation. After waiting five waiting for someone to
answer, | handed the phone back to my wife when the call was transferred. She asked if this was in fact the
Arlington Heights Police Department, which the person on the phone confirmed. After my wife explained what
she was told by the 911 operator, the officer said he would send a police car right away. Not wanting to be
identified, we declined the offer to have the police to stop by and speak with us.

Eventually two squad cars arrived at our cul-de-sac and remained for an extended period of time. The group
of people seemed to be in constant contact with each other via cell phones. As soon as the police left the
situation, the group was communicating so they could resume their activities, as if on cue. People from the
party ran back and forth to their cars, moving them out of the driveway and parking them away from the house -
with the other guest’s vehicles parked along Drury & Canterbury. The lights to the house were all shut off, and”
it appeared that the officers addressed the problem. We were happy to see that the police officer came back and
patrolled the street again.

As the night went on people began spilling out of the house. ..again,..and we had multiple people
trespassing, hiding in bushes, and urinating in our yard which prompted another call to 911. We were asked
again if we wanted the police to stop by and speak with us, and we agreed since I believe the group was well
aware that we called the police. This call resulted in four squad cars arriving on the scene. After a significant
amount of time dealing with the group, the officers put an end to the problem for good. Afterwards, my wife
and I spoke with officers James Harkins and Michael Butler. They spent the necessary time with us to explain
the situation, and we felt assured that they addressed the issue. Furthermore, we believe the officers handled the
situation in a very professional manner. Harkins and Butler gave us great confidence in the Arlington Heights
Police Department and deserve to be complimented!

Because of Officer Butler's
exceptional courtroom testimony, the defendant’s motion was denied and he is now
expected to take a plea.
